As another commonly-used method for conducting participatory research, the
participant observer method derives from the understanding that insight intoc a
communily's valucs, dynamics, inicrnal relationships, structures and conllicts is best
obtammed from their observed actions. rather than from surveys or interviews. The
participant observer attempts immersion, to the extent permitted. in local life in order
(o understand and document how socictics work, 1lowever, the participant observer
method relies most heavily on the intellectual honesty of the researcher. whose
experiences cannol be replicaled. 1L is also the most Lime-consuming, so i vou are
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working within a strict lime [rame, this method is nol ideal. The lollowing arc ways
that the participant observer process can be gendered: [P’ay close attention to the
eender roles and gender relationships in the community.
