Mastitis refers to an inflammation of the mammary glands due to a bacterial infection
and in cows it can be a potentially fatal inflammation. Udder damage, often caused by
mastitis, is one of the leading causes of culling in sheep and goat operations. Culling
an animal is difficult but, at times, necessary. Some situations which identify criteria
for culling an animal from the herd include some animals like the ones that don’t
respond to treatment and those being repeatedly infected as they would be considered
spreaders of the disease. The risk of developing mastitis increases with poor sanitary
conditions, systemic infection, or trauma inflicted by offspring.

If mastitis becomes septic, or
induce septicemia, the condition may be accompanied by signs of fever, anorexia,
depression, and lethargy. Direct economic costs associated with mastitis include
reduced milk yield and quality, increased veterinary costs, discarded milk (during the
course of treatment) and somatic cell count penalties. Mastitis can be treated with both
intramammary and systemic antibiotics treatment.

PASSAGE 3:

Equine infectious anemia is a potentially fatal viral disease. There is no cure or
effective treatment for this infection. Most infected horses show no symptoms but
remain contagious for life. Equine infectious anemia is transmitted by blood or by
passage across the placenta in the pregnant mare directly to the foal. A common route
of transmission can occur via blood-sucking insects such as horse flies, deer flies and
mosquitoes. Symptoms may include one or more of the following: fever, depression,
decreased appetite, fatigue, reduced stamina or weakness, rapid weight loss. The
coggins test 1s the only way to precisely determine whether a horse is infected.

Among the foals there is an infectious disease induced by rhodococcus equi which
causes pneumonia in young foals, usually up to 4 months of age. It is characterized by
large abscesses that form in the lung, making treatment difficult. It is caused by a soil-
borne bacterium. After the bacteria multiply in the respiratory system, it is coughed up
and swallowed resulting in soil contamination through infected feces. Clinical signs
may include fever, cough and dyspnea. Though less common, abscesses may form
outside of the lungs in areas such as the spine or under the skin. Due to the lacking of
vaccine available for this condition, high risk foals may get ultrasound screenings and
be given hyperimmune plasma to minimize their risk. A combination of antibiotics is
used for treatment of this infection. The prognosis for this condition ranges from good
(if caught early) to poor.
