This study examines determinant factors for the expansion of informal settlements in
Gondar, a historical city in Ethiopia. In order to address the study objective,
quantitative data were employed from 196 randomly selected households in four sites.
The study indicated that a single factor is not determinant for the expansion of
informal settlements in the city. The results of the study revealed that socio-economic,
political and legislative, administrative, and demographic factors are statistically
significant. These dimensions together account for 61.4 percent of all factors that
facilitate the formation of informal settlement in Gondar city of Ethiopia.

More specifically, socio-economic dimension is the first influential factor with
30.9%; political and legislative dimension is the second dominant factor with 15.7%
followed by administrative dimension (10.2%); and demographic factors have
contributed the least (4.6%) for the expansion of informal settlements. The study
emphasized the need to implement appropriate urban planning and housing policy
aimed at improving the efficient use of urban land. Improving the efficient use of
urban land is imperative to address land prices, protect farmland and ecosystems, and
tackle land hoarding, urban sprawl, and informal settlements.

How much water single-family residences use is closely related to a community’s built
environment, according to a University of Arizona-led study. In particular, design
factors such as vegetated land cover, housing density, and lot size appear to have a
strong impact on water use. The results can provide key data for city planners and
water managers looking to develop sustainable water use strategies for their
communities, the authors suggest in the paper that was published in the Journal of the
American Planning Association. 1]

Philip Stoker, assistant professor in the UA College of Architecture, Planning and
Landscape Architecture, and a team of researchers focused on how water use is
influenced by the built environment, which Stoker defines as “the way cities take
shape—what the materials are made out of, what the land cover consists of, the
arrangement of buildings and what kind of buildings are there.” [1]

The team obtained single-family residential property water-use records from 2011 in
Phoenix; Salt Lake City; Portland, Oregon; and Austin, Texas. Researchers estimated
models for both annual water use and water use during the summer months of June
through August. [3] Single-family residences are the principal form of residential
development in each city and make up a large share of overall water use.

“As cities, especially in the Western U.S., continue to grow, planners need to think
about their water supplies moving into the future," said Stoker, whose co-authors
included then-graduate student Gabrielle Jehle, Elizabeth Wentz and Brint Crow-
Miller of Arizona State University, and Matthew Bonnette of Portland State
University. “With this study, we wanted to give them information to develop a
strategy. We wanted to show how the planning and design of cities influence how
water is used.” [4]
