PASSAGE 1:

BSE belongs to a family of diseases known as the transmissible spongiform
encephalopathies (TSEs). TSE animal diseases found in the United States include
scrapie in sheep and goats, chronic wasting disease in deer and elk, transmissible
spongiform encephalopathy in mink, feline spongiform encephalopathy in cats,
and in humans both classic and variant Creutzfeldt-Jakob disease, Gerstmann-
Straussler-Scheinker syndrome, and fatal familial insomnia. Abnormal proteins
called prions are found in brain tissue of diseased cattle and appear to be the
particle that transmits the infection. Once infection occurs, there is a long
incubation period that typically lasts several years. When prions reach a critical
level in the brain, symptoms such as depression, difficulty walking and dementia
occur and progress rapidly.

Epidemiological studies suggest that the source of BSE was cattle feed prepared
from bovine or sheep tissues, such as brain and spinal cord that was contaminated
by the BSE agent. The traditional method of diagnosis relies on postmortem
histopathological examination of the medulla oblongata of the brain, and other
tissues. Immunohistochemistry can be used to demonstrate prion protein
accumulation. Prion proteins are present at very low levels in easily accessible
body fluids such as blood or urine but they could be detected in the blood of
animals long before the symptoms appeared. At the abattoir, the brain, spinal cord,
trigeminal ganglia, intestines, eyes, and tonsils from cattle are classified as
specified risk materials, and must be disposed of appropriately.

PASSAGE 2:

Rabies is a deadly viral infection that is mainly spread by saliva of rabid animal
and enters the human body through a bite or broken skin. Rabies virus is capable
of causing lethal encephalitis in a wide variety of mammalian species. The
principal animals currently involved are the stray dogs in Asia, Africa and Latin
America, raccoon and skunk in North America and red fox in Europe. Bat also
constitutes an increasing global concern. Rabies is endemic in Iran and there is
evidence that the main reservoir for rabies in Iran is wolves. Incubation period is
commonly 1-5 weeks and clinical symptoms ranges from incoordination,
confusion, strange behavior, attacking and biting and salivation to hydrophobia,
paralysis and seizures. Pre-exposure immunization should be offered to persons at
high-risk of exposure such as laboratory staff working with rabies virus,
veterinarians, animal handlers and wildlife officers. Post-exposure treatment,
which consists of local treatment of the wound, followed by vaccine therapy (with
or without rabies immunoglobulin) should be initiated immediately after suspected
contacts.

PASSAGE 3:

Anthrax is a life-threatening infectious disease that normally affects animals,
especially small ruminants. Anthrax can be transmitted to humans by contact with
infected animals or their products. In recent years, anthrax has received a great
deal of attention as it has used as a biological warfare. Anthrax does not spread
from person to person. The agent of anthrax is a bacterium called Bacillus
anthracis, which produce hardy spores that survive for as long as 48 years in the
soil.

Anthrax can infect humans in three ways. The most common is infection
through the skin, which causes several dermal lesions. Humans and animals can
ingest anthrax from infected carcasses of dead animals, which could cause serious
disease.

The most deadly form is inhalation anthrax.

Other than Gram stain of specimens, there are no specific direct identification
techniques for identification of Bacillus species in clinical material. Confirmatory
testing to identify B. anthracis includes gamma bacteriophage testing, indirect
hemagglutination and enzyme linked immunosorbent assay to detect antibodies.
U.S. Food and Drug Administration (FDA) approved antibiotic for anthrax
treatment include ciprofloxacin, doxycycline, and penicillin but in cases of
inhalation anthrax, early antibiotic prophylaxis should be started by raxibacumab.

BioThrax vaccine, is a live-attenuated vaccine based on spores from the Stern
strain of B. anthracis, licensed by the FDA and was formerly administered in a
five-dose primary series with annual boosters to maintain immunity in high risk
people. The vaccine's serious side effects restrict use to healthy adults.
