Activation of leukocytes at sites of antibody deposition results in releasing substances
by these cells such as reactive oxygen species and Iysosomal enzymes that damage the
adjacent tissucs. Antibodics against tissuc antigens and immunc complexcs deposited
in vessels induce inflanunation by attracting and activating leukocytes. It antibodies
bind to cells. such as erythrocyvtes and platelets, the cells are opsonized and may be
ingested and destroyed by host phagocytes.

Antibadies specitic for cell and tissue antigens may deposit in tissues and cause injury
by inducing local inflammation, or they may interfere with normal cellular functions.
Ig G antibodies of the Ig G1 and Ig G3 subclasses bind (o neutrophil and macrophage
Fc receptlors and activate these leukoeyies, resulting in infllammation. Some antibodics
without directly inducing tissue injurv. may lead to a disease which this could be
happened in a spectrum of diseases. [n this line, probable inhibition of the receptor
function by the action of antibodies against hormone receptors may be considered.
