These patterns. including the spiral, mandala, and peace sign, and the use of multiple
bold colors, have become clichéd since the peak popularity of tie-dve in the 19605 and
1970s. The vast majority of currently produced tie-dves use these designs, and many
are mass-produced for wholesale distribution. llowever. a new interest in more
‘sophisticated” tic-dyc is emcrging in the fashion industry, characierized by simple
motifs, monochromatic color schemes. and a focus on fashionable garments and
fabrics other than cotton. A few artists continue to pursue tie-dye as an art form rather
than a commodity. 1ie-dye can be used to create a wide variety of designs on fabric,
from standard patterns such as the spiral. peace sign. diamond, and the marble effect to
beautiful works of arl. Using technigues such as stencils, clamped-on shaped blocks.

Visual [ocus depth art {VFDA) 1s a lorm ol mixed media collage that places an
emphasis on the use of three-dimensional application to individual creations of single
one-of-a-kind art pieces to emphasize individual meaning in the work. It 13 a dertvative
of ‘assemblage’, *collage® and “decollage’. 'The floor/design base of the piece is used
(o ¢reale a theme or story about the subject. Scetions ol the work are then raised 1o
provide cmphasis and acl as an accent o substantiate the message. VEDA 15 vsually
created in single pieces or via limited series depending upon the artist involved and is
also generally confined to canvas or wooden framework. Larger scale pieces. such as
architectural interpretations. are generally not considered part of this medium. Each
VI'DA picce is unique and 1s not duplicated in any way with the exeeption of limited
prints. While some artists ofler limited prints ol the original artwork, the number
ollcred 1s very limited in scope. The backgrounds wsed in VEDA range widely lrom
the use ol true vintage picees such as original period sheel music, [ractional currencey,
foreign money or other items that set the time frame for the piece. Each of the items
used relate the overall. theme of the art. The background can also be structured in
segmented form-through the use ol lincar seript—composcd of simply drawn lines
wilh little atlempt at pictorial representation, mathematic symbolism—such as the usc
ol angles and lormulas and via lree-lorm application.

PASSAGE 3:

Necdlepoint is a4 bype ol canvas work, a form ol counted thread cmbroidery in
which yvarn is stitched through a stiff open weave canvas. Commercial designs for
needlepoint may be found in different forms: hand-painted canvas, printed canvas,
trammed canvas. charted canvas. and free-form. In hand-painted canvas, the design is
painted on the canvas by the designer, or painted to their specifications by an
cmployee or contraclor. Canvases may be stilch-painied, meaning cach thread
inlersection 1s painstakingly painted so that the stilcher has no doubts aboul what color
is meant to be used at that intersection. Printed canvas is when the design is printed
by silk screening or computer onto the needlepoint canvas. Printing the canvas in this
means allows for faster creation of the canvas and thus has a lower price than hand-
painted canvas, On a trammed canvas the design is professionally stitched onto the
canvas by hand using horizontal stitches of varying lengths of wool of the appropriate
colours. The canvas is usually sold together with the wool required 1o stiich the
trammed area. Charted canvas designs are available in book or leaflet form. They are
available at book stores and independent needlework stores. Charted Canvas designs
are typically printed in two wavs: gither in grid form with each thread intersection
being represented with a symbol that shows what color is meant Lo be stitched on that
inlerscction, or as o line drawing where the stitcher is to trace the design onto his
canvas and then fill in those areas with the colors listed. Free-form needlepoint designs
are created by the stitcher. They may be based around a favorite photograph. stitch,
thread color, etc. It allows for the addition of found cbjects, appliqué. computer-
printed photographs, goldwork, or specialty stitches.
