In the history of the struggle and reciprocal inlTuence between falsalah and kalam in
Islam, we cun, [or the sake ol the present discussion, distinguish live periods:

The first is the earliest period, from the beginning to the end of the third/ ninth
century, when the Mu‘tazilite school was dominant in kalam, and falsafah was passing
through its period of genesis and early development with such figures as lranshahri
and al-Kindi and his students. This period was one of distinet but parallel
developments and of closc association between [alsalah and kalam in an atmosphere ol
more or less relative mutual respect, at least in the case of al-Kindi himself, although
from the side of kalam certain of its branches such as the school of Basra opposed
falsatah strongly even during this early period.

‘The second is the period from the end of the third/minth to the fifth/eleventh
cenlury, [rom the rise of Ashrariie theology and its claboration o the beginning of the
eradual incorporation of certain philosophical arguments into kalam by Imam al-
Haramayn al-Juwayni and his student al-Ghazzali. This was a period of intense
opposition and often enmity between falsafah and kalam, a period whose phases have
been so ably studied along with those of the first period by many Western scholars,
[rom Munk, Sicinschnegider, [Horovily, and [orten (o Anawat, Gardel, and especially
Wollson, whose studics in the domain ol the relation beiween [alsalah and kalam

PASSAGE 2;

‘There is na 1ssue more central to lslamic philosophy and especially metaphysics than
wujud (al once Being and exisience) in itsell and in its relation Lo mahiyyah (quiddity
or ¢ssenee), For ¢leven centurics Tslamic philosophers and cven certain Sulis and
theologians have been concemed with this subject and have developed on the basis ol
their study ol wujud worldviews that have dominaied Islamic thought and have also
had a deep influence upon Christian and Jewish philosophy. Islamic philosophy is
most ol all a philosophy concermed with wujud and hence with its distinction [rom
mahivvah. To undersiand the mcaning ol these basic concepts, their distinetion, and
relationship is, therelore, 1o grasp the very basis ol Islamic philosophical thought.

It is true that Islamic metaphysics places the Absolute above all limitations, even
bevond the ontological Principle as usually understood. It knows that the Divine
Fssence (al-Dhat al-ilahivyah) stands above even Being, that it is Non-Being or
Bevond-Being in that it stands beyond all limitation and even bevond the qualification
of being bevond all limitation. Nevertheless, the language ol this mclaphysical
doctrine revoelves around wujud in most schools ol Islamic thought. Henee, the
discussion concerning the distinction between wujud and mahivyah and their relation
remains central to Islamic metaphysical thought even while most Muslim gnostics and
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metaphysicians have remained fully aware of the supra-ontological nature of the
Supreme Reality and have not limited metaphysics to ontology.

Only too often the concern of Islamic philosophers with wyud and mahiyyah has
been traced back solely 1o Greek philosephy and cspecially to Aristotle. There is of
coursc no doubl concerning the debt ol al-Tarabl, who was the [irst Muslim
philosopher 1o discuss lully the distinction between wujud and mahiyyah to the
Stagirite. The manner, however, in which he and especially Ibn Sina, who has been
called the “philosopher of being™ par excellence. approached the subject and the
centrality that the study of wujud gained in [slamic thought have very much to do with
the Islamic revelation itself. The Quran states explicitly, “But 1lis command, when lle
intendeth a thing, is only that he saith unto it: Be! and it is (kun fa-vakun)™ (36: 82); it
also speaks over und over of the creation and destruction of the world. This world as
experienced by the homo islamicus is. therefore, not synenymous with wujud. It is not
“an ontological block without fissure in which essence, existence and unity are but
one.”
