PASSAGE 2:

The paucity of reliable English-language accounts of the histories of the major
traditions of the Near and Middle East is an indication less of scholarly inadequacy
than of the sheer difficulty of the task. The present work is therefore to be
applauded not merely for bravely venturing into inhospitable terrain but also, and
perhaps more importantly, for its resolute attempt to discern and explicate
overarching patterns of relationship between music and society, rather than trying
once more to weave a narrative tapestry stretching from the Achaemenids to the
present, one inevitably characterized more by the holes in the fabric than its
substance.

The result is a welcome clarity of presentation, as we are taken through two
discrete historical blocks, one covering the thirteenth to seventeenth centuries, the
other the Qajar and post-Qajar periods. Each is deemed to have a structural
correlative, termed the “twelve-magam™ and the “radif-dastgah™ systems
respectively, viewed not, as the names might be thought to imply, as referring only
to characteristic aspects of pitch organization but as global terms embracing also
rhythmic, formal and procedural parameters. The terminological contrast implies,
further, a conceptual cleavage between the ways in which each is integrated into an
ideological framework corresponding to the different social structures of their
respective periods.

The first Russian record factory was founded in 1902 by the Gramophone
Company in Riga. [1] In 1915, there were six record factories in Russia, which
produced a total of twenty million records. In 1912, the Russian branch of the
Gramophone Company announced that they had by that date released 20,000
different recordings in forty languages of the Russian empire.

After the revolution, the record industry was socialized on August 20, 1919.
Information on the history of Soviet record industry is unfortunately scarce. [2]
The main source is Volkov-Lannit's “The art of recorded sound” (1964), which is
not a systematic history but contains various useful pieces of information. It seems
that during the 1920s and 1930s records were produced by the Pamyati 1905 g.
