A sub-sct ol tradition-bascd tafsir is textualist tafSir. In this book, T will usc the term
textualist fafsir to reler 1o nierpretalion that relics on texi and (radition and at the sume
time approaches the question of interpretation strictly from a linguistic perspective. In
other words. the thinking of the Textualists 15 dominated by the linguistic tools and
criteria developed in classical figh and fafsir. [ am suggesting that tradition-based
tafsir does not always have to be lextualist. 'Thus, my use of the term ‘lextualist or
(cxtualism implics intcrprelation that ignores or rejects the socie-historical context of
the Quran in interpretation.

Broadly speaking. classical and modern Textualists consider the interpretation of
the ethico-legal content ot the Quran by the early generation of Muslims as the most
authoritative. The limits to this interpretation, in their view, were spelt out by early
imams, with apparcnt consensus. From the Textualists” point of view, the cthico-legal
texts and the rules derived from them are to be followed in the modern period
regardless of changed circumstances. Any attempt to move away from this is
tantamount to subversion of Islam.

Modern l'extualists. following their classical connterparts, believe that whatever the
carlicst Muslims propounded regarding the inierpretation ol the Quran constituics the
most legitimate and authoritative reading, Although it is natural for any religious
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tradition to elevate its earliest converts to the top of the religious hierarchy, there are
many reasons why Muslims, in particular Sunnis, gave the first generation of Muslims
(the Companions} a high degree of religions authority. This is largely related to the
momentous and oflen bitter cvents that occurred in the communitly in the lirst century
ol Islam. Immediaicly alter the death of the Prophct, dispules arose on a number of
important questions. That ol political 1cadership (imamah), in particular, pitied the
Mubhajirun (migrant Muslims mainly from Mecca) against the Ansar {Muslims ot
Medina).

PASSAGE 2:

At first, early immigrants to Western Europe and North America (between the 1950s
and the late 1970s) had a mentality of temporal settlement and isolation, and were
often waiting to achieve a specific task before returning to their home country, They
rationalized their isolation by relerring to traditional legal doctrings that view with
suspicion any intcraction with non-Muslims in non-Muslin lands. These doctrines
caused Immigrants to reject their place of residence due to the belief that they would
be subject to non-Muslim rule, add to the strength of a non- Mushim state, and betray
the Cfmmah, The assumption was that the best they could do until they rectified their
silualion was o work 1o keep their Islamic ideniily infact and their community
protected [rom assimilation into the non-Muslim culture. This was the [unction of
carly Islamic mstilutions such as mosques and centers that were buill in the West in
the 1970s and the 1980s. Within a few decades. however, Muslim immigrants realized

that the new land had become their new home, and they were the ones who needed to
rethink their tradition in light of the changing realities: hence. a discourse on the
position ol Islamic Law in the West began o devclop.

Local indigenous Muslims, on the other hand. knew no other home. Islam for them
was a spiritual path that did not require relocation to other lands. Coming to Islam
from outside the tradition. they mostly believed in the secular nature of the state. As
such, they did not see a connection between their [aith and forbidding themselves from
scrving or working lor the benelit ef their [Cllow citizens, who largely consisted of
their [amilics and (riends. It 15 truc thal some converts have the beliel that 1t 1s better
for them to emigrate from the West and go to a Muslim land to enjoy a better Islamic
experience and dwell in dar al-Isfam, but those were not in the majority. Local
Muslims developed their own [slamic paradigm of worshiping the divine and serving
the human. Most of them knew little about the legal traditions of the obligation to
immigration or the qucstions of manifesting one’s religion, And cven if they knew,
they would not pay much attention, because they believed that these traditions did not
apply te their contemporary life.
