PASSAGE 1:

Although the Quran is the unrivalled supreme revelation of Islam, the tradition also
recognizes a second form of revealed scripture: the hadith. Technically, Muslims came
to define the hadith as *‘the attested reports of the sayings, actions, and tacit approvals
and accounts of the Prophet Muhammad (SAW)’’. These present records of the
Prophet’s (SAW) statements, as well as statements by his companions relating to him.

Collectively the hadith literature provides evidence for the Prophet’s (SAW) way of
life (Sunnah), so that the word Sunnah is in the eyes of many synonymous with the
word hadith. The relationship between the Quran and hadith is well defined: the hadith
either emphasizes what is in the Quran (Sunnah muakkidah), explains the manner in
which something should be carried out (Sunnah mubayyinah) or introduces teaching
based on certain Quranic verses or principles (Sunnah muthbitah). The latter category
in particular was to become a prime source of material for the theologians.
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The vast corpus of hadith includes reports of the Prophet’s (SAW) childhood and
his experiences in Mecca before his prophetic career began; but most hadith refer to
the Medina period, when the Prophet (SAW) had thousands of followers who asked
him questions and received instruction from him in all aspects of the new religion. The
hadith show the Prophet (SAW) as a skilled communicator and teacher.

PASSAGE 2:

Despite the ordering found in the Prophetic tradition, we can think of the use of the
tongue as the default mode of forbidding wrong. There are innumerable anecdotes
about the verbal reproots administered by pious Muslims to wrongdoers. The scholars,
as might be expected, have a lot to say about the importance and variety of such
reproofs. One Shafiite scholar tells us that to forbid wrong you must know how to talk
to people of every social class in a manner appropriate to each.

The most obvious distinction relates to the degree of abrasiveness with which the
wrongdoer is addressed. Here Ghazzali in his classification has no less than three
levels corresponding to the oral mode.

The first is informing someone who is acting wrongly out of ignorance. The
example he gives is a peasant performing the ritual prayer incorrectly; you know that
this results from ignorance, since if the peasant did not wish to pray correctly, he
would not be trying to do so at all.

The second of Ghazzali’s oral levels is exhortation. This is for someone who,
unlike the peasant, knows that what he is doing is wrong. Such exhortation may
involve quoting traditions to him and telling him stories about pious Muslims of early
times. But you should do this in a civil and sympathetic way, and without the selt-
satisfied arrogance to which scholars so easily fall victim.
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Third level is harsh language. This is for someone who not only knows that he is
doing wrong but responds to a civil exhortation with obduracy and contempt. What
you say to such a person should be fair comment, such as: You fool! Don’t you fear
God?”

Charity is not just recommended by Islam, it is required of every financially stable
Muslim. Giving charity to those who deserve it is part of Muslim character and one of
the Five Pillars of Islamic practice. Zakat is viewed as "compulsory charity"; it is an
obligation for those who have received their wealth from God to respond to those
members of the community in need. Devoid of sentiments of universal love, some
people know only to hoard wealth and to add to it by lending it out on interest. Islam’s
teachings are against this attitude. Islam encourages the sharing of wealth with others
and helps people to stand on their own and become productive members of the society.
In Arabic it is known as zakat which literally means "purification"”, because zakat is
considered to purify one’s heart of greed. Love of wealth is natural and it takes firm
belief in God for a person to part with some of his wealth. Zakat must be paid on
different categories of property — gold, silver, money; livestock; agricultural produce;
and business commodities — and is payable each year after one year’s possession. It
requires an annual contribution of 2.5 percent of an individual’s wealth and assets.
