PART C: Reading Comprehension

PASSAGE 1:

Etching is an intaglio printmaking process in which lines or areas are incised using
acid into a metal plate in order to hold the ink. In etching, the plate can be made of
iron, copper, or zinc. To prepare the plate for etching, it is first polished to remove all
scratches and imperfections from the surface. When the surface is completely smooth,
it is covered evenly with a layer of acid-resistant varnish or wax, which is called the
ground.

Using a blunt stylus called an etching needle, the printmaker gently scratches away
parts of the ground following the design, thereby exposing the metal beneath. Once the
entire design has been drawn into the ground, acid is poured over the plate or the plate
is dipped in acid. The acid eats into the metal only in the exposed areas creating
recesses that can retain ink. The depth and width of these recesses are determined by
the length of time the plate is exposed to the acid: a longer exposure will cause deeper
and wider recesses, which hold more ink and will thus print darker lines on paper.

This process can be used to create a nuanced tonal palette. To create darker tones,
certain areas can be bathed in acid several times, while lighter areas are protected from
further acid bite by covering them with ground.

After the ground is removed, the plate is ready for inking. In an intaglio process,
the ink is retained in the incised lines. A cloth ball, cardboard tab, or equivalent
material is used to gently spread ink across the whole face of the plate; the same
material is used to remove most of the excess ink from the surface. The plate is further
cleaned using a tarlatan rag (heavily starched cheesecloth).

PASSAGE 2:

The contemporary art critic cannot say with certainty whether something is good or
bad. What good criticism does today is to help the public “see” the artwork. It does not
explain and close down meaning, but opens the artwork up. This usually means
placing the artwork within a certain line of art, or showing how it relates to certain
modes of practice.

The contemporary critic is now a close friend of the artist who sometimes speaks
on his or her behalf. The good contemporary critic is one who visits studios, knows the
scene and knows the work. It is a more collaborative and less authoritative process.
The major risk with this approach, however, is that the critic becomes too engrossed in
their subject and does not have enough distance.

Robert Hughes, a staunch modernist, used to refuse to buy any art of his
contemporaries so as not to be sullied by outside influence. The German art critic
Boris Groys also points out that this limits the critic’s ability to speak on the public’s
behalf, if this is still a goal of contemporary criticism, because you are already
embedded in the scene. As one of America’s best-known art critics David Hickey has
said, at worst, the critic can become a courtier for a scene of gallerists and buyers. So
as the rich flit into the fly-in Gagosian gallery in Paris, the critic merely points the
connoisseur in the right direction, and cannot really believe that they are working for
any broader interest. This “friend” approach also begs the question: why can’t the
artist speak for themselves?

Since the mid-20th century, museums have become more outwardly focused and have
attempted to become community centers—places of conversation with diverse
dialogue, places that celebrate the richness of individual and collective experience, and
places that are active and visible players in the civic life of their communities. Object-
based institutions, such as art museums, natural history museums, and local historical
societies depend on their collections as the foundation for their engagement with the
community and use these collections to encourage critical thinking, inspire discussion,
and change paradigms, as well as educate about the outside world.

But with new technologies and the public’s expectations for entertaining
experiences, it is no longer enough to merely display objects with information about
their construction and provenance. It takes an entire museum and its staff to engage a
community and respond to that community’s needs. Collections staff—traditionally
academics or curators of the collections who work behind closed doors—should seek
to become visible and active within the community along with the collections they
curate.

The following includes a discussion of why collections and the staffs that care for
them are important components in community engagement. It will examine methods
that various museums throughout the United States and Europe are using to utilize
their collections’ staff and the collections themselves in an active role to engage local
communities and reach broader audiences.
