‘The word “model” 1s highly ambiguous, and there 15 no uniform terminology used by
either scientists or philosophers. A model is often considered to be a representation of
somge objeet, behavior, or system that one wants Lo understand, This article presents the
most commeon types of models found in seicnee as well as the dillerent relalions—
traditionally called “analogies™—Dbetween moedels and between a given model and its
subject.

Although once considered merely heuristic devices. they are now seen as
indispensable to modern science. There are many different types of models used across
the scientilic diseiplines, although there iy no unilorm terminology o classily them.
The most familiar arc physical models such as scale replicas ol bridges or airplancs.
These, like all models, are used because ol their “analogies™ 10 the subjects ol the
models. A scale model airplane has a structural similarity or “material analogy™ to the
full scale version. This correspondence allows engineers to infer dynamic properties of
the airplane based on wind mnnel experiments on the replica, Physical models also
include abstract representations which often include idealizations such as frictionless
plancs and poinl masscs.

Nicholas Rescher is a prominent representative of contemporary pragmatism, but,
unlike most analvtic thinkers, he managed to establish himself as a svstematic
philasopher. In particular, he built a system of “pragmatic idealism™ that combines
elements of the European continental idealism with American pragmatism. One of the
most salicnt Icatures ol Rescher’s work 1s the breadth ol topics with which he has
dealt. including logic in its various forms. epistemology, the philosophy of science,
metaphysics, process philosophy, and political philosophy. He has written about 40{
articles and 100 books.

In his system of pragmatic idealism. the activity of the human mind plays a key role
and makes a fundamental contribution to knowledge, while “vahd™ knowledge
contribules o practical success. Rescher also delends a coherenee theory ol truth in a
manncer dillering in a signilicant way [rom that ¢ndorsed by classical idealism. He
draws an criginal distinction between a pragmatisim of the left and a pragmatism of the
right. The first is a flexible type of pragmatism that endorses a greatly enhanced
cognitive relativism. 1he second envisions the pragmatist enterprise as a source of
cognilive sceurily,
